CHARACTERS: 
 
Tūtū - A “grandmotherly” older woman. The storyteller. 

Māmā - The mother pig 

Keoki - The little pig wearing a hat 

Keoni -  The little pig wearing sunglasses 

Tita - “Sister.” The little pig wearing a lei. 

Kāne - The kind man carrying straw, then sticks, then rocks. 

ʻIlio hae - The wild dog 

 
(When not on stage, the actors playing Māmā & Kāne serve as musicians for sound 
effects.)
